planned itinerary:

 Narrated Driving Tour (SATURDAY OR SUNDAY)
The students will be divided into two groups of twelve to facilitate the driving portion of the course.  Each day the vans will pick up in front of the Fort Mason Youth Hostel at  8:30 AM.   Only one  group will complete the narrated driving portion during each day.  The vans will return to the hostel around 6 PM.    This tour will survey the Marina District, Palace of the Fine Arts, the Presidio, the Richmond District, Sea Cliff, Golden Gate Park, Twin Peaks,  the Castro District, the original Spanish Mission, and SOMA, returning through the Russian Hill District.

 Walking Field Exercises  (SATURDAY OR SUNDAY)
Students will depart from the Youth Hostel no later than 8:30 AM and complete a walking transect with exercises by 6 PM.    Cable cars along the Hyde line can be taken from Bay St.  This exercise will cover Union Square, Nob Hill, Chinatown, North Beach and Fisherman's Wharf.  (over)

Evening trips will be arranged to various restaurants of cultural or locational interest.  After dinner, van excursions to Twin Peaks, Treasure Island, the Financial District and/or the Marina District & Golden Gate Bridge will be offered each evening for city light viewing and photographs.  Selected stairway walks are an optional part of the evening trips.  Expected costs for students will be approximately $6-10 for dinner.  Details will be given in class.

Financial District Tour (Monday 9am -12:30 pm)

We will meet at Union Square to walk through some of the more interesting buildings, examine period architecture, and walk the streets of the second largest financial district in the United States.  Our excursion Monday morning will place us right in the middle of the business activity.  Highlights include architectural studies of historical buildings, the Wells Fargo Museum, the original West Coast Stock Exchange and a spectacular 360 degree view from the highest building in the district!
