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Dot Density Map

Acquire “ population by county” data from 2003 as posted on my web site

Use a standard dot (one color and one size only) to show the quantity of the people in each county.  Each dot should represent 50,000 people.  Therefore your map will have 712 dots, however for counties below 50,000 do not assign a dot.   You should attempt to show the population dots in the same locations as the actual populations in California.  Hint: most people live in the low-lying flat areas.  

If needed you may use a small insert maps for Los Angeles County and San Francisco County.  Do not place dots in the oceans or too far inland.  Do not arrange dots in neat rows or columns.  Again you are trying to show the actual distribution of California’s populations.  

Be sure your numbers and locations are precise and that you create a key, title, scale and compass rose.
