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Each student in California Geography is required to complete an historical map.  The topic of the map is the student’s choice.  Some suggested topics are below.  Students may map one or more of these topics. 

Be sure your map has a specific title, compass rose, scale and legend.

Your title should explain the historical concept you are mapping.  Legend colors must identify similar features such as similar agricultural areas.   Colors should not be used arbitrarily.   Symbols may be used for similar features such as missions.

Label on the map itself next to the feature.  Include dates of trails, missions etc. next to the item.

As always, neatness and accuracy are crucial.
