Self-governing or Corporate colonies: They acknowledged the king but were self-governing, electing their own governor and making laws.

Proprietary: Individuals who were "favorites" of the king were given areas to "rule". This system 

lent itself to a bit a feudalism in the colonies.

Royal: Ruled by the king through his appointed governor. The colonists could elect their own assemblies. 
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
