3) Transportation costs while on the narrated van tour will be paid by  Sierra College. Other expenses are the responsibility of the student.   We will be staying at the Lake Siskiyou Campground in Mt. Shasta on Friday and Saturday night. Please bring $15 to the preliminary meeting to cover both nights camping and dinner.

4) Transportation will be provided for am coffee & snacks. And breakfast should be included in the $15 fee that also covers camping costs.  Lunches will be student’s choice - you may bring your own or eat out in Mt. Shasta and Montague.   Lunches most likely will be under $5.  Friday night we will eat out at inexpensive restaurants and Saturday we may be able to eat at the Balloon Festival.  (to be announced)



5) Baggage must be kept to a minimum.  Bring warm clothes, paper & pen and /or tape recorder,  and a camera.   Rain is possible.

6) You may wish to obtain the AAA map entitled Yreka, Mt. Shasta, Dunsmuir, Weed, Montague, Lake Shastina.
